March 2016 Monthly Military Justice Update

The following military justice actions occurred during March 2016 on Joint Base Lewis-
McChord:

Courts-Martial:

- A Team McChord A1C was found guilty of wrongful possession and use of marijuana. The
individual was sentenced to 30 days confinement and reduction to E-1.

Non-Judicial Punishment (Article 15s):

- Two Team McChord SrA were found guilty of signing false official statements. The
individuals received reductions to E-3 and reprimands.

- A Team McChord A1C was found guilty of driving under the influence. The individual
received a reduction to E-2, forfeiture of $409.00 pay for 1 month, and a reprimand.

- A Team McChord A1C was found guilty of failing to report to his assigned place of duty and
making a false official statement. The individual received 30 days extra duty, 15 days restriction
to McChord Field, forfeiture of $783.00 pay per month with one month suspended, and a
reprimand.

Administrative Discharges:

- A Team McChord AB was discharged for a Pattern of Misconduct. The individual received an
Under Other Than Honorable Conditions (UOTHC) service characterization

- A Team McChord A1C was discharged for Sexual Assault. The individual received an Under
Other than Honorable Conditions (UOTHC) service characterization.

- A Team McChord A1C was discharged for Minor Disciplinary Infractions. The individual
received an Under Honorable Conditions (General) service characterization.

- A Team McChord AB was discharged for Minor Disciplinary Infractions. The individual
received an Under Honorable Conditions (General) service characterization.
